A balcony above the timber-clad extension is accessed internally. The floor plan shows two      function rooms, a kitchen, toilet facilities and an office.
A stunning feature bar marries the two function areas which can be used jointly or independently. The design also reclaims numerous features and the signature carpet from our current clubhouse.
We are fortunate that the orientation of the new building is ideal to maximise the benefits of solar panels. We calculate that it will take three years to amortise the cost of installation, after which we will not only be energy self-sufficient but will have a surplus to sell to the grid.
